· After School Programs/Classes:  There are 90 kids enrolled in 7 classes.  Things are going well.

· Bobcat Trail:  The kids have completed a total of 680 miles.  The kids’ interest is waning a little so there will be a push to energize the kids again.  They need 1 or 2 lunchtime volunteers on Tuesdays!!  This is a great volunteer opportunity for Grandparents etc.

· Teacher Grants: Two teacher grants have been approved.  One is for 5th grade science and the other is for a 4th grade Afghanistan story telling workshop.
· Artist in Residence:  Will begin on Wednesday, January 27th.  Glass Artist. Will complete after Spring Break

· Building a Garden:  The garden will happen this year!  Run by Deb House and Tom Bater.  Anonymous donor of $2,000.   Will probably announce the Garden around Ground Hogs day and get the area ready in Feb.  Plan to sell or transplant the trees that are currently in the way.  Want more composting out of the cafeteria.  This will be featured at the science fair and earth week.  There is already irrigation in the area.  Can it be converted to a drip system?  Is the water turned off in the summer?  Trying to get a 2nd access point.
· Anti-idling Car Campaign:  This was done last year and will be done again this year.  There will be posters.  It did help to keep parents from keeping their car running while waiting for their kids during after school pick up. 
· Green School:  Working towards Merit Certificate.  Need to increase recycling efforts and purchasing of recycled materials instead of new materials.  Also need to help a new school build an earth sustainability school.   Composting will help us drive up our results.  This year we will be able to send five fifth grade students to go to the earth sustainability summit in Portland – the Oregon Green Summit.
· International Walk to School Month - May:   Determining whether to do a “walk to school” or a “bike to school”.  Email Bill if you have a preference.
· Plastic wear for class room:   Last year a few classes used plastic wear from Ikea for parties so that to avoid throwing away cups and plates.  Encourage implementing this in more classrooms this year.  It does require taking home the plastic wear and washing it in a dishwasher.
· B-SMART Art Fair banners made by kids during the art fair will be displayed around the school  Dream/Believe/Achieve

· The Reduce, Reuse, Recycle (RRR) assembly was great last year.  We are coming up with a new assembly for this year to emphasize (RRR).
· Script:  The program made $77 this week.  
· Science Fair and Raffle:  Science fair is on March 5. There are 8 stations planned:  i.e.  Vistronics, Intel, featured scientist is Jane Goodall, light/color/color mixing, earth sustainability.  Kick-off assembly done.  A lot of volunteers will be needed!  Would like one parent of each participating child to volunteer one shift (about 45 minutes).  Need to determine whether or not there can be a raffle.  There are potential tax implications that are being looked in to, but might not be resolved in time for the Science Fair. 
· 5th Graders:  Paying for 2 buses.  So far have raised ~ $550.  The 5th graders will continue to have fund raising events.  Outdoor school is scheduled for April 26-28..  Would like the cost to parents to not exceed around $40 per student.  Proposal:  February and March Script sales to go towards 5th grade outdoor school.  The estimate is between $1,000 and $1,500.  Next year we will have a planned school year for script sales.  It is nice because it makes the kids work for the money.  It is difficult to get people motivated to raise money for the general fund.
